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Some Frequently Asked Questions regarding the USTSF
What is the USTSF?


The voice of the US players in matters both domestically and internationally

The USTSF is a FEDERATION of players, promoters, associations, and clubs 


that work to promote the game and sport of table soccer through out the United 


States.

What does the USTSF do?


Act as the National Governing Body for the sport of table soccer in the United 


States.  Work toward recognition of table soccer as a sport within the United 


States (through recognition from the United States Olympic Committee as a 


sport).  To promote both the sport, and the game of table soccer within the United 


States on all levels.  To help grow the player base and bring in new players.  To 


represent the United States within the international governing body (ITSF). 
Who is in charge of the USTSF?


The USTSF is run by a Board of Directors,


The Board appoints an Executive Director whose job it is to run the day to day 


operations of the USTSF.  All of the other positions are currently filled on a 


volunteer basis (Executive committee and other committees)

How did they get that position?


The Board of Directors is elected every 2 years by the players through their State 


and Regional representatives.
What does a State or Regional Director do?


They represent the players in their State and Region within the USTSF.  They 

help facilitate communication between the players and the USTSF .  They 


represent YOU.  
I already pay dues to the USTSA, is that the same thing?


No, USTSA as well as BonziniUSA, VIFA, IFP, etc. are organizations with a 

focus on a certain segments of foosball promotions.  The USTSF works in 


cooperation with all such organizations as well as working on other projects and 


initiatives that benefit table-soccer and it’s players on all levels. 
Is the USTSF related to Tornado tables or their manufacturer?


NO.  The USTSF is COMPLETELY INDEPENDENT of any manufacturer.  The 


USTSF represents the players of the United States and any organization that 


promotes or wants to promote the game or sport of Table soccer in the United 


States, on any table, regardless if the table manufacturer.
How is the USTSF related to the ITSF?


The USTSF is a MEMBER of the ITSF.  The ITSF is a Federation of National 


Federations, one of which is the USTSF.  The ITSF is the International Governing 


body for the sport of table soccer.  The USTSF is the United States’ NATIONAL 


governing body of the sport of table soccer.
Why should I “JOIN” the USTSF?


Because you want to have a voice in how the sport is governed in the United 


States.  Because you want to help to grow the game or sport of table soccer here 


in the United States. Because you want to help to bring the joy of the game to 


countless other people who have yet to be exposed to the game of table soccer.
Does the USTSF plan to do anything to benefit the average tournament fooser?


We certainly hope so.  But the steps are small at this point in time.  Some of the 


projects currently in development that would benefit the “average tournament 


fooser” are:  new referee program to certify more and more competent referees all 


over the country, help build and establish state and local associations to support 


foosball on a more local level, provide a voice for these players in regards to the 


direction of the sport of table soccer within the United States and internationally.  


These are just some of the projects currently under development.  Our charter is to 

be the governing body for the foosball in it’s entirety for the US.   The initiatives 

of the USTSF will grow with members and volunteers putting in efforts under the 

committees.   It is our goal to have a committee for every facet of foosball 

promotion and development.  These committees could and should change and 

evolve over time.


How does the USTSF plan on bringing more players to the game?

We hope to help get tables to the youth of the US through schools, churches and 

other youth organizations, starting with the USTSF’s Tables for Youth initiative, 

with is currently under development.  The Tables for Youth initiative tries to help 

youth organizations get access to tables and training, as well as forming foosball 

clubs at schools, churches, etc.  The USTSF is also actively involved with putting 

people or groups with interest in table soccer or with running table soccer events 


in their area, in touch with experienced players and promoters to help this process 


run smoothly and keep the new groups interested, and in the loop, for the next 


steps of player development
What can I do to help the USTSF?


Volunteer!  Submit your name as a contact for your local area or for your group of 


local players.  That way when something is happening in your neck of the woods, 


the USTSF can help get the word out, or try to provide assistance when needed.  


And so YOU can help out and provide assistance to new groups that may need 


some guidance or help.

You could also help out on a state, regional or national level by volunteering to 


work with your state or regional director to coordinate activities in your state and 


region.  You could also volunteer to work on a national level by joining a national 


committee.  You have skills and they could be used to help build the game and 


sport of foosball in your city or town, in your state, or overall in the United States, 


or more.
